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SUBJECT: MINUTES OF THE MEETING OFTHE CROP WEATHER WATCH GROUP       
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Summary  

 All-India level rainfall during the week, 29 April 2021 to 05 May 2021, has been 22% lower than 

the Long Period Average (LPA). Among the four broad geographical divisions of the country, 

against the LPA the rainfall has been:  

- Higher by 53% in Central India, 

- Higher by 09% in South Peninsula. 

- Lower by 40% in East & North East India, 

- Lower by 38% in North West India. 

 Cumulative rainfall during Pre-Monsoon season, 01 March 2021 to 05 May 2021, has been 29% 

lower than the LPA. Among the four broad geographical divisions, seen against the LPA the 

rainfall has been: 

- Higher by 04% in South Peninsula. 

- Lower by 45% in East & North East India, 

- Lower by 28% in North West India,  

- Lower by 06% in Central India, 

 Out of 36 MET sub-divisions in the country, rainfall received has been: 

- Large excess/ excess in 10 MET sub-divisions constituting 21% of total area,  

- Normal in 08 MET sub-division constituting 18% of total area,  

- Deficient/large deficient in 18 MET sub-divisions constituting 61% of total area 
 

 Central Water Commission (CWC) monitors 130 major reservoirs in the country which have total 

live storage capacity of 174.23 Billion Cubic Meters (BCM) at Full Reservoir Level (FRL).  

- Out of these, 105 reservoirs with FRL capacity of 129.21 BCM have irrigation potential. 

- Live storage in 130 major reservoirs as on 06 May 2021 was 56.04 BCM, which is: 

- 81% of last year’s storage on the same day (06 May 2020) of 69.40 BCM. 

- 119% of last 10 year’s average storage (normal) of 46.91 BCM. 

 

 As per 2nd Advance Estimates 2020-21, around 105% of the normal area under Rabi crops has been 

sown. Total area sown under Rabi crops in the country has been reported to be 648.41 lakh 

hectares as compared to 639.88 lakh hectares during 2019-20.   
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 Procurement of Wheat has recently started in fresh marketing season RMS 2021-22 as on 

07.05.2021 323.67 Lakh MT has been procured benefitting 32,20,914 farmers whereas 

corresponding Wheat procurement during RMS 2020-21 was 261.01 LMT. 

 As on 07 May 2021, during KMS 2020-21, Progressive Procurement of Rice was 488.65 lakh MT 

as compared to 450.05 lakh MT during corresponding period of KMS  2019-20. 
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PRE-MONSOON RAINFALL STATUS (March – May) during the week 

ending 05 May, 2021 

1.1 Rainfall 

 Rainfall during the week (29 April to 05 May 2021): Rainfall was large excess/excess in 16 

met sub-divisions, normal in 06 sub-divisions and deficient/large deficient in 14 sub-divisions. 

(Sub-Division wise weekly and seasonal rainfall distribution is in Annex-I). 

 Cumulative rainfall (01 March 2021 to 05 May 2021):  Rainfall was large excess/excess in 

10 met sub-divisions, normal in 08 sub-division, deficient/large deficient in 18 sub-divisions. 

(Sub-division wise seasonal rainfall distribution is in Annex-II).

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1.2 Weather Forecast for the Next two Weeks 

 
Week-1:  06 – 12 May, 2021 
  

 Fairly widespread to widespread rainfall/thundershower with isolated heavy falls very likely 

over northeastern states & West Bengal & Sikkim during the week.  

 Scattered to fairly widespread rainfall/thundershower very likely over Western Himalayan 

Region during the week and isolated to scattered rainfall/thunderstorms is likely over plains 

of northwest India during next 4-5 days. Its intensity & distribution is very likely to increase 

over plains of Northwest India. 

 Light/moderate scattered to fairly widespread rain/thunder is very likely over Kerala & 

Mahe, Lakshadweep and Coastal & South Interior Karnataka; and isolated 

rain/thundershower over rest parts of south Peninsular India during the week. However, its 

intensity is likely to increase towards end of the week. Isolated heavy rainfall is also likely 

over Kerala & Mahe and Coastal & South Interior Karnataka.  

 Light rainfall/thundershower is very likely over the rest parts of the country during the 

week. 

 

Week-2: 13 – 19 May, 2021 

 

 Fairly widespread to widespread rainfall with isolated heavy falls is very likely to continue 

to occur over northeast & adjoining east India during most days of the week.  

 Light to moderate thundershower is very likely to continue over most parts of south 

Peninsular India including Lakshadweep during most days of the week.  

 Light to moderate fairly widespread rainfall activity is likely over Andaman & Nicobar 

Islands during many days of the week.  

 Scattered to fairly widespread rainfall over Western Himalayan region and isolated to 

scattered rainfall over plains of northwestern and adjoining central India during the period. 

During the week, rainfall likely to be below normal over Jammu & Kashmir and Himachal 

Pradesh; and near normal over remaining parts of the country. 

 

Temperature for week 1 & 2: (06 – 19 May, 2021) 

 

 Maximum temperature is very likely to be below normal over most parts of the country 

except parts of Western Himalayan Region, East Coast and Saurashtra & Kutch, where 

these are likely to near normal or slightly above normal.  

 No heat wave is very likely over any part of the country during next one week.  

 Maximum temperatures are likely to increase as compare to week 1. However, it is likely to 

be below normal or near normal over most parts of the country outside parts of Western 

Himalayan Region, East Coast, south Chhattisgarh and Saurashtra & Kutch, where these are 

likely to above normal.  

 There is low to moderate probability of heat wave at isolated pockets over Odisha, 

Saurashtra & Kutch and coastal Areas of Andhra Pradesh during week 2. 
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II. Reservoir Status (For the week ending on 06 May 2021) 

 Central Water Commission monitors the live storage capacity of 130 important/major 

reservoirs, having capacity at Full Reservoir Level (FRL) of 174.23 BCM, which is about 

67.58% of total reservoir capacity of 257.81 BCM in the country.   

 Live Storage in 130 major reservoirs decreased to 56.04 BCM from the previous week’s 

level of 58.56 BCM. Current year’s storage position is lower than last year’s storage 

position of 69.40 BCM and higher than the average of last 10 year’s storage position of 

46.91 BCM.
